Checking the COM Port setting for the USB to RS232 Converter Lead

Once the USB to RS232 Converter Lead is installed, it will have assigned a ‘virtual’ COM port number which is
needed for setting up the instrument using ProSet.

To determine the COM port number, follow the steps below :
